And last but definitely not least is communication with native speakers. Let’s face it, not all of us have a native speaker living nearby. But with today’s technology we can deal with it easily. There are many ways to communicate with a native speaker from meeting in social net and skype dialog to entering the language exchange web site and find a friend there. But even communication with your fellow co-workers who have the same experience is better than doing nothing. At least you can point out each other mistakes and discuss them together.
To ignite your eagerness for learning a new language try to sum up all the opportunities which new language will give you, not only for your job but for your personal life. Also try to switch between different activities to keep not make them tedious. Remember that each language has it’s difficult parts for the beginner e.g. Chinese – characters complicity, German – grammar, English pronunciation. Try to combine studying these hard topics with easier ones.
